3. Traffic and parking issues — Engagement with Enfield Council on traffic management and

parking pressures, including the installation of EV charging posts without adequate
mitigation

4. Community-building activities — Organisation of a summer community picnic at Bush Hill

5. Other local developments — Monitoring and engagement on other developments of
interest to residents (e.g., Lincoln Arms development)
